WHAT IS UN?

United Nation is a worldwide organization promoting world peace and security
based on the UN Charter. It was created in 1945 October 24th during the World
War Two in the need of establishment of international organization. Currently
there are 193 member states in the United Nation and the main fields that
United Nation is working on are peace & security, sustainable development and
human rights. The United Nation follows the spirit of “Civil Society” which
guarantees freedom, equality, and independence. There are 6 official languages
in the United Nations, including Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, and

Spanish. United Nations Day is celebrated on 24 October each year.

HOW DID THE UNITED NATIONS START? (THE HISTORY OF UNITED
NATIONS)

The name of United Nations was founded by Franklin D. Roosevelt in 1941
during the Second World War. The term UN was first used in 1942 in the
Declaration of the United Nations. After the Second World War the name UN
was used to represent the countries that took part in the war. The first ever

world organization that states cooperated to address global issues were The
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International Telecommunication Union (1865) and Universal Postal Union (1874).
Both are now United Nations' specialized agencies. The start of the United
Nations was the foundation of League of Nations, an organization put together
to address on similar issues as the United Nations during the First World War. It
was established in 1919 under the treaty of Versailles to promote international
cooperation and to achieve peace and security. In 1945, 50 countries met in San
Francisco at the United Nations Conference on International Organization to
draw up the UN Charter. UN officially came into existence on 24 October 1945
when the Charter was ratified by China, France, and the Soviet Union, the United

Kingdom, the United States and many other states.
STRUCTURES OF UNITED NATIONS

The United Nations is consisted of Principle organs, Subsidiary Organs and
Specialized Agencies. There are 6 principle organs in the United Nations
including General Assembly, Security Council, Economic and social Council,
Trusteeship council, International Court of Justice, the secretariat. Each of the

organs is working in the various fields including security, economy and politics.

General Assembly

The General assembly is a major organ in United Nations. It is a deliberative
organization, which means it has a right to deliberate and suggest ideas to all
the subsidiary organization. GA decides the admission of new member, adopts
the budget. Also the General Assembly elects the UN secretary general. Each
year in September third week of Tuesday the annual General Assembly session
opens. One vote is guaranteed for each state during the conference and needs

two-third of vote in favor for approval of the agenda.
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Security Council

Security Council is responsible for world peace and maintaining security. The
most distinctive points in Security Council is that there are 5 permanent
members (USA, UK, France, Russia, China) often known as 5 veto power. These 5
permanent members have a right to refuse certain decisions regarding to the
UN Charter. In two- year term, 10 non- permanent members from General
Assembly works actively during the conference. The non- permanent members
are relatively from two states in Asia, three states in Africa, two states in Central
and South America, one state in Eastern Europe , two states in Southern Europe

and other. The Security Council has a presidency which rotates every month.

Economic and Social Council

Economic and Social Council hold issues about economy, society, culture,
education, food, and telecommunication. It is consist of 54 member states
overlapping for 3-year term. The ECOSOC is aim to raise the world’s standard of
living by implementing internationally regarding social, economic and

environmental issues.

Trusteeship Council

Trusteeship Council is responsible for trusteeship. It provides international
supervision. At first there were 11 Trust Territories but since all the Trust
Territories have gained independence with Palau in the end, there currently has

no actual movement from the council.

International Court of Justice

The International Court of Justice is a machinery of law in the United Nations. It
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is consist of 15 judges from General Assembly and Security Council. For
independence, it is seated at the Peace Palace in the Hague, Netherlands. The
International Court of Justice in accordance with international law. It has right to

bind decisions but compulsory jurisdictions are not allowed in United Nations.
The Secretariat

Last but not least, the Secretariat conducts overall administration services in
United Nations and supervises secretariat services including peacekeeping
missions. It has one Secretary- General, 34 Deputy Secretary-General and 19,000
workers. The chief administrative officer of the Organization is Secretary- General,
who leads and supervises all the works. Appointed by the General Assembly for
a five-year, renewable term. Currently the 8th Secretary — General is Ban Ki Moon

from Korea. The secretariat office is in New York, United States of America.
UNITED NATIONS’ CURRENT ACTIONS

Currently base on 17 sustainable Development Goals(SDGs) including end of
poverty, hunger, and provide equal education, the United Nations are trying to
provide best solutions which fit well in the situation. For those solutions they
hold several conferences for each day, and try to promote world peace and

equality.

Also,
UNOCHA (United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs)
announced STEPP program (Security Training, Education and Professionalization
Portal) for the eradication of EBOLA virus. Moreover, they hold the GENEVA II
regarding the civil war in Syria and hoped the bright future in Syria.

Likewise, the United Nations had been worked hard to provide the best solutions
for the problems that the world is currently facing and also provides several

ways to make the society, the world peaceful, and ensure equality.

WHAT UNITED NATIONS AFFECT US?

As there is lot of organizations which involved in United Nations, they also have
great amount of influences that give us. Not only for Sustainable Development
Goals and EVOLA but they continuously hold conferences to provide world
peace and to solve human rights problems that North Korea is facing. They also
have conferences, studies, and solutions for the sustainable development and

renewable energy to protect the world’s environment.

! Diseases which start from Africa, they have acute headache, muscle pain, fever. Also

they have fatality rate more than 60%.
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Environmental Effects

Currently the world became painful because of the lack of natural gas and

petroleum, and United Nations has been working hard to solve them.

To continue UNFCCC (United Nations Framework convention on Climate Change),
they made Kyoto protocol and has been working hard for the reduction of
greenhouse gas emissions which is the solution that they have been made in
conferences. Furthermore they also made different solutions for each developing
countries and developed countries to reduce their gaps and to do the best to
reduce green house gas emission.

The United Nations not only works for reducing green house gas, but also to
provide solutions for lack of petroleum and natural gas, such as sustainable
development and renewable energy by holding several conferences, meetings

and seminars, that they could provide benefits for us.

Economic Effects

The United Nations not only promotes world peace and equality, but they also
have effects on economical fields. Usually, economic effects influences through
various parts. For example, the United Nations worked hard to get labor right to
provide people’s stable labor environment, and people who got those rights
guaranteed are able to have a stable job, and earn money continuously.
Therefore because of those people, it is able to make their society economically
active.

Of course, it is hard to react right away to those issues. However, influences

through these grow to provide great help to improve our society.
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Social Effects

This is the major effects that United Nation gives us, because the United Nations
usually handle social problems.

In Africa, where they do not have enough medical appliances, cleanliness, they
do not have enough ‘tools’ to protect themselves, therefore through UNAIDS in
Africa, they provide treatment systems for AIDS, child AIDS through their
mothers body, and prevention education.

World peace and equality is the major thing that the United Nations promotes,
they United Nations try to provide several ways to provide solutions for the
several situations and work hard to make a better world. As much as they work
hard to provide, and try to start the solutions for many situations, it is able to

say they are working hard for the world security and peace.
ABOUT UNOG

UNOG (The United Nation Office at Geneva), which is locate in Geneva,
Switzerland, was the headquarters of the League of Nations which was built at
1936 by Thomas Woodrow Wilson, the president of America, after the World
War L In 1946, after the World War 1II, it was turned over to the UN after
disbandment of League of Nation and built of the United Nation.

Palais des Nations which is the main building of UNOG located in Ariana Park
was built by 4 countries including Switzerland, France, Italy, and Hungary. It
started at 1929 and completed the establishment at 1936 under the decision of
League of Nation, in the need of bigger building. After founded of the United

Nations, it has been used for the United Nations headquarters of Europe.

Currently, approximately 9,500 people are working at UNOG, and about 140

diplomats from different countries have offices, and Michael Mgller from
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Denmark became the head director of the UNOG.

WHAT ORGANIZATIONS DOES UNOG HAVE?

There are various fields in the United Nations Office in Geneva (UNOG) that is

currently working in. The following is a brief explanation on UNOG's institutions:

UNECE, The United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE) was set
up in 1947. UNECE's major aim is to promote pan-European economic
integration. It gives focus to the United Nations global mandates in the
economic field, in cooperation with other global players and key stakeholders,

notably the business community.

UNCTAD, United Nations Conference on Trade and Development was set up in

1964. UNCTAD, which is governed by its 194 member States, is the subsidiary
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organization of United Nations for promoting development for developing
countries and dealing the economical gaps between North and South Korea.

Particularly responsible for international trade — the main driver of development.

WHO, World Health Organization was set up in 1948. It aims for best possible
health levels worldwide. Primary role of the organization is to directly coordinate
international health within the United Nations' system. Every April.7th is the
World Health Day.

ILO, The International Labor Organization (ILO) was set up in 1919 and devotes

to promote social justice and internationally recognized human and labor rights,
pursuing its founding mission that labor peace is essential to prosperity. It aims
for protecting the human dignity in labors in a free, equal, and safe method. It

was also awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1969.

UNHCR, The Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees was
set up in 1950. The agency is mandated to lead and co-ordinate international
action to protect refugees and resolve refugee problems worldwide. In 1954 and

1981, it was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize.

WIPO, World Intellectual Property Organization was set up in 1967. WIPO is the
global forum for intellectual property services, policy, information and
cooperation. It is a self-funding agency of the United Nations, with 188 member

states.

WMO, World Meteorological Organization was set up in 1950. It is the UN
system's authoritative voice on the state and behavior of the Earth's atmosphere,
its interaction with the oceans, the climate it produces and the resulting

distribution of water resources.
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ITU, International Telecommunication Union was set up in 1865. ITU is
committed to connecting the people worldwide — wherever they live and
whatever their means. Through their work, ITU protects and supports everyone's

fundamental right to communicate.

UNITAR, The United Nations Institute for Training and Research (UNITAR) is a
training arm of the United Nations System set up in 1963. They empower
individuals, governments and organizations through knowledge and learning to

effectively overcome contemporary global challenges.

OHCHR, Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights was set up in 1993.

OHCHR leads global human rights efforts to speak out objectively in the face of
human rights violations worldwide. It has currently 500people working in Geneva

Office in Switzerland.

THE DEFINITION OF HUMAN RIGHTS

The human rights are the claim of mankind. However if all of the claim of human
being are human rights, the concept of human rights could be too
comprehensive and vague. As the reason like this, human rights are often
defined as more narrow meaning of the basic rights of human being. On the
other hand, it is difficult to distinguish that what is basic rights and is not basic
among all human rights. To solve this issue, it is often granted innateness.
Innateness means that human rights are the congenital rights of mankind.

resultingly I think that human rights is already have rights from birth.
CHARACTERISTICS OF HUMAN RIGHTS
There are several characteristics in human rights.

Firstly, human rights are non-negotiable. Human rights is not able to be
transferred to others peoples and is also not given up arbitrarily.

Secondly, human rights are so natural. As human rights are defined above, it is
the basic rights of human being so it is less related to the law of reality.

Thirdly, human rights are absolute and universal because it is not different
according to nationality and individuals, and also priority and difference of value

among the diverse human rights are not existed.
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Fourthly, human rights are very comprehensive because the scope of human
rights is for whole life of mankind.
Lastly, it is ethical because human rights are derived from humanity like ethics

which is related to conscience of social members.
ABOUT OHCHR
OHCHR

The OHCHR is an United Nations' subsidiary body. It is an abbreviation of Office
of the High Commissioner of the Human Rights. It specifically works to promote
and protect the human rights that are guaranteed under international law and
stipulated in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights in 1948. The difference
between OHCHR, HRC is in governmental or non-governmental. OHCHR is

operated only by the UN and HRC by each government.

History

OHCHR has an unique history. In 1873, the League of nations existed before the
headquarter of Human Rights Council. And after the human rights declaration
was adopted, OHCHR was established in Geneva in 1993 after the World War 1L
The human rights declaration speaks out objectively in the face of human rights
violations and leads global human rights efforts. Lately, June of this year, Seoul
office has been created. Also, the high commissioner is Zeid Ra'ad Al Hussein,
who is very young in his position. He has global authority on hunan rights and

lead the main role in the UN humanitarian affairs.

Goals

The OHCHR works for the part of the UN secretariat and staffed by international
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civil servants. It promotes universal enjoyment of all human rights by giving
practical effects. Consequently, OHCHR plays the leading role on human rights
issues and emphasizes the importance of human rights at the international and

national levels.

Budget and Work

OHCHR's budget is a little bit small amount compared to its goals and actions.
The regular budget in 2014 is 90.7 million in US dollar and it's less than one
third of operating budget amount of Seoul. With this budget, the OHCHR helps
to empower people. Also, it assists government and injects a human rights
perspective into all UN programmers. OHCHR do those things by setting human

rights standards, and monitoring each and every government's actions.

Specific Examples

To address how they implement the plans specifically, OHCHR's method of work
focuses on three major dimensions: standard-setting, monitoring, and
implementation on the ground. OHCHR has many treaty based bodies. Among
them, The Committee Against Torture (CAT) is the body of 10 that monitors
implementation of the by its State parties. The CAT meets in Geneva and
normally holds two per year consisting of a four week session in April/May and

another four week session in November.

OHCHR has several commissions of inquiry, fact finding missions and
investigations to focus on certain areas that need the aid of human rights
council. For example, Commission of Inquiry of Human Rights in the Democratic
People’'s Republic of Korea was established on 21 March 2013. The current
situation of human rights in North Korea is one of the worst in the whole wide

world. They force citizens to attend in a public execution ground in order to
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cause fear. Human trafficking often occurs due to the severe financial difficulties

and countless children are put to death.

Therefore, first of all, the Commission would carry out an in-depth investigation
of human rights violations committed by the North Korean government. Firstly,
the Commission would help bring attention to decades of abuse and impunity.
By collecting the testimonies of victims, their families, survivors and witnesses
and gathering all other available information, the Commission would produce
the most authoritative account to date on the of the patterns of abuse in North
Korea. Lastly, the Commission could provide a detailed analysis of the legal
implications of the abuses committed by the North Korean government and
recommend concrete steps to address these abuses at national and international

levels.
THE KOREAN MISSION TO THE UNITED NATIONS IN GENEVA

North Korea Prison Camp

Situations inside prison camps in North Korea are harsh and life-threatening.
Prisoners are subject to torture and inhumane treatment. Secret and public
executions of prisoners, even children, especially in cases of attempted escape,
are commonplace. The mortality rate is very high, because many prisoners die of

starvation, illnesses, work accidents, or torture. Infanticides also often occur.

Camps for people denounced as politically unreliable or accused of political
offences are run by the State Security Department. Political prisoners are
deported with parents, children and siblings, and sometimes even grandparents
or grandchildren, without any lawsuit or conviction, and are detained for the rest
of their lives.

The prisoners are forced to perform hard and dangerous slave work with
primitive means in mining and agriculture. The food rations are very small, so
that the prisoners are constantly on the brink of starvation. In combination with
the hard work, this leads to huge numbers of prisoners dying. An estimated 40%

of prisoners die from malnutrition.

Moreover, many prisoners are crippled from work accidents, frostbite or torture.
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There is a rigid punishment in the camp. Prisoners that work too slowly or do
not obey an order are beaten or tortured. In cases of stealing food or

attempting to escape, the prisoners are publicly executed.

Child Soldiers

It is estimated in the academically that up to 300,000 children form a part of
both irregular, and regular armed forces worldwide work as child soldiers In
Africa, it is estimated that up to 120,000 children are currently used as
combatants or support personnel, representing 40 percent of the worldwide
total. Africa has the highest growth rate in the use of children in conflict, and on

average, the age of those enlisted is also decreasing.

Sudan has one of the worst child soldier problems in the world. There are more
than 17,000 child soldiers fighting on the government side or for rebel forces
even after 25,000 former child soldiers had been demobilized from rebel groups
in Southern Sudan in 2001. They carry AK-47s and M-16s on the front lines of
combat, while serving as human mine detectors, participating in suicide missions,
and acting as spies. Many are abducted or recruited by force, and often
compelled to follow orders under the threat of death. Others join armed groups

out of desperation or after being subjected to lies and brainwash.

Many children are promised that they are going to attend school, which are
actually military training facilities disguised as school. The facilities, despite being
under the direction of the United Nations and international organizations, are
where children were brainwashed to become ruthless killers. Improvements in
technology have provided weapons which weigh less, cost less, and can be
assembled, loaded, and fired by an illiterate child, adding additional appeal to

child soldiers.
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Child Labor

Child labor is still common in many parts of the world. Estimates for child labor
ranges between 250 to 304 million, if children aged 5-17 involved in any
economic activity are counted. If light occasional work is excluded, ILO estimates
there were 153 million child laborers aged 5-14 worldwide in 2008. Some 60
percent of the child labor was involved in agricultural activities such as farming,
dairy, fisheries and forestry. Another 25 percent of child laborers were in service
activities such as retail, hawking goods, restaurants, load and transfer of goods,
storage, picking and recycling trash, polishing shoes, domestic help, and other
services. The remaining 15 percent labored in assembly and manufacturing in
informal economy, home-based enterprises, factories, mines, packaging salt,

operating machinery, and such operations.

Two out of three child workers work alongside their parents, in unpaid family
work situations. Some children work as guides for tourists. Child labor
predominantly occurs in the rural areas (70%) and informal urban sector
(26%).Contrary to popular beliefs, most child laborers are employed by their
parents rather than in manufacturing or formal economy. Children who work for
pay is usually found in rural settings, than urban centers. Less than 3 percent of
child labor aged 5-14 across the world work outside their household, or away

from their parents.

One of the main points covered in the year 2015 is the environment with the
compilation of the Sustainable Development Goals, also known as the SDGs,
which are to be put into effect next year. There are other topics covered by the
UN this year that are of equivalent importance; but, it can be argued that the
environment is one of the more important topics as human beings are
increasingly more dependent on the environment for resources to make food,
clothing, shelter, etc. Thus, there is a need to make more people aware of the
fetal consequences of their actions to the environment, which will eventually
harm them. This may have been the reason why our TP: Korea program was
focused on this topic. The first portion of this report will provide some
information on the human impact on the environment, while the second part will
deal with the varying positions of the different countries and some of the
solutions they may propose. The third portion will give an overview on the
Greening the Globe role play session that was done on the third and fourth day
of training, and the last portion will cover the possible outcomes of global
climate change, which is the factor that has the greatest impact on the

environment today.

Global climate change is defined as a change in global or regional climate

patterns and it is a natural phenomenon that our planet has been experiencing
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since the beginning of times. Global climate change is happening and there is
no argument against that. However, there are people who claim that because
world climates have been constantly changing since the birth of our planet, it is
not right to place the blame on human actions for the changing climates. There
is a theory called the Gaia Theory developed by a chemist called James Loveluck
and it states that the atmospheric state has always been affected by life on Earth.
Those who oppose the idea of global climate change being the result of human
actions, claim that as living beings have affected global climates for millennia,
this phase of increasing global temperatures is another portion of the

continuous cycle.

HOW DO DIFFERENT INDUSTRIES HARM THE ENVIRONMENT?

This section is about the amount of resources consumed and the amount
pollution emitted by people today. The three main categories that will be used
to cover this matter are primary industry countries, secondary industry countries
and tertiary industry countries. These three categories will be used instead of
developing and developed nations, which are the commonly used categories
when discussing matters involving the economy is The reason for this
categorization is because, the type of industry that are used is more important
when dealing with the environment then the level of economics growths of
different countries. In addition the three types of industries, employees, target
consumers, etc., each have their own unique effects on the environment which
are difficult to identify when using developing and developed as the main
categories. The countries that have been employed as an example of these
categories were chosen from different continents based on their primary source

of revenue so that as many continents are represented as possible.

The primary industry is involved in the extraction and collection of natural

resources, such as copper and timber, as well as by activities, such as farming

and fishing. However, as it is one of the foundations of the economy, the
primary industry tends to take up a larger portion of the economy in developing
countries than in developed countries. To delineate, Nigeria is one of the
countries that are mostly based on the primary industry. Nigeria has a significant
rate of oil production and trade, and due to lack of technology and enfeebled
transportation, Nigeria is currently suffering an environment crisis. There is a
large amount oil spills and water contamination, demolishing the agricultural
products and native vegetation like the mangrove trees, which block water from
flooding the land. Such situations happen in many developing countries that rely
on the oil industry, which has the potential to harm the environment. The
developing countries that depend on agriculture also suffer from environmental
problems as they use too many pesticides and unsustainable agricultural

practices, killing the nutrition in the ground.

The secondary industry is dominated by the manufacture of finished products.
The difference between this industry and the primary industry is that secondary
industries make products which are more likely to be consumed in large
quantities by individuals in developed nations. Automobile, textiles and steel
production are some examples of industries that are cauterized as a secondary
industry. These industries have made numerous contributions to the daily lives of
many people, bringing affluence. However, due to the lack of attention towards
their effects on the environment, the environmental debasement has intensified
in countries that are dependent on the secondary industry. For decades, China,
the country which is contains the largest number of secondary industries in the
world, has been the notorious leader of the pollution of our Earth and the
Chinese industries’ impact on the environment is visible even in the most remote
areas. Environmental debasement is now so intense, with such colossal influence
that the pollution from the secondary industry not only strikes as a major long-
term burden for Chinese, but also an intense challenge for the world. The

Chinese market will pose a threat to biodiversity as far away as Africa because
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China is polluting not only air but also water, soil and even to human bodies.

With carbon gas emission as the starters, Chinese industries have been involved
in chemical pollution as well. One vital section of the environment that is
threatened by China’s pollution is the ozone. The ozone layers above China are
getting debilitated thereby causing environmental problems and increasing the
rate of global warming. Air pollution from the industries creates smog, which
induces significant health issues. Factories, particularly through the use of large
industrial air conditioners, can also release destructive gases, contributing to the
depletion of ozone in the upper atmosphere, which works as a shield that
protects life on Earth from harmful radiation from space. Beijing is already in a
serious situation due to the atmosphere and even other regions are suffering as
well due to factory emissions, which contribute greatly to the release of carbon
dioxide through the burning of fossil fuels for energy. It is known that factories
contribute to slightly more than 50 percent of greenhouse gases and China is
currently the world’s largest emitter of carbon dioxide. It is estimated that by

2025 the nation will be the world’s leading producer of greenhouse gases.

Aside from air pollution, the mass industry also pollutes water sources directly
by dumping pollutants into streams and lakes, contributing to the pollution of
the drinking water. For instance, in clothing factories the waste water created by
the textile-dye is creating a serious water pollution problem in China. For
example, a city near the southern part of Guangdong province is known as
‘cancer village’ as the village contains numerous people with cancer. Due to the
chemicals such as zinc and cadmium that have been released, the water near the
province was polluted. Without noticing the pollution, the villagers drank it and
got cancer, and even the environment that was encompassing the region was

negatively impacted.

Tertiary industries consist of any sort of service industries such as banks, hotel
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and even schools. These industries pollute significantly less than primary or
secondary industries; however, they consume more resources. Tertiary industries
are mostly located in developed countries where the standard of living is much
higher than in developing countries and in order to serve their customers, the
businesses require a lot of resources such as paper, plastic, water and energy.
One example of a country that contains many businesses in the tertiary sector is
the Unite States of America. The US is a highly developed nation that is one of
the countries that emit the most amount of carbon dioxide in the air and one of
those that consume the most amounts of resources. They have a large variety of
businesses dedicated to providing service to others that range from museum to
nightclubs. Most of the pollution that comes from these industries are carbon
dioxide emissions from the energy used for transportation (for example, the air
travels organized by the tourism industry) and the structures of the buildings
that tend to lock the movement of the air current which creates high

temperature of air to the atmosphere eventually affecting the ozone layers.

PREVIOUS AND CURRENT ACTIONS AGAINST CLIMATE CHANGE:

Environmental problems did not come out of nowhere. Humans made it and it
was covered in veil until recently. In the beginning, no one noticed that their
actions created such calamitous situations in the world. Due to such situations,
scientists, experts and international communities decided to face the problem,

entrenching conferences and programs.

The movements on environmental issues have been based on United Nations
Environment Program (UNEP) which was created in the 5th of June, 1972. The
UNEP was established with the idea to sponsor and monitor key global and
regional environmental treaties. Moreover, it has the objectives to improve the
environment by inspiring, informing and enabling nations and peoples to

improve their quality of life without compromising that of future generations.
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With their five main missions and their wide range of partners, the UNEP has

been working to prevent possible negative effects on the environment.

The history of the prevention of the environmental problems began with the
Stockholm Conference in 1972, the starting point of the conference of UNEP
stating numerous principles on how laws need to be generated to respect
environmental problems, and also inaugurating the 109-point Environmental
Action Plan and resolutions to guide people in taking any actions to support the

preservation of the environment.

In 1979, the first World Climate Conference (WCC) was organized by the World
Meteorological Organization (WMO), assembling experts all over the world to
instigate research and forecast upon global warming. The conference focused
mainly on four topics including climate data, the identification of climate change
etc. The WCC is currently held almost every year to develop the movements and

update information of the environment.

It was later discovered that chlorofluorocarbons (also known as CFCs), which are
commonly used in refrigerators and air conditioners, were highly involved in the
depletion of the ozone layer. This increased the amount of ultra violet radiation
that came into the atmosphere, raising the risk of getting cancer from the
additional radiation. That is why, in 1987, the Montreal Protocol was signed to

phase out the use of CFCs.

After the Montreal Protocol, in 1988, the UNEP and the WMO created the
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) in order to diffuse
information about the connection between socioeconomic and environmental
issues. It was also established to provide evidence and facts for numerous
studies in diverse countries and academies of science to use for studies on the

effects of human actions on the environment, the fundamental part being that
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all this research is done on a voluntary basis.

With the easier accessibility and incremental development of information on the
environment as well as evidence on how the environment is affected by human
actions, more than 100 heads of state assembled in Rio de Janeiro, the capital
city of Brazil, in 1992 and resolved to solve environmental problems. This
gathering is known as the Rio Convention. During the convention, The United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) was instigated,
thereby setting up a procedure to produce a treaty that could reduce carbon
emissions with the support of 155 countries. Even though it does not contain
specific standards on reducing carbon emissions, it became the mainstay of the
international community’s attempt to take control over one of the greatest

threats anticipated in the future.

The UNFCCC worked as a cornerstone to assembling the next major worldwide
conference on global warming in Kyoto in 1997, known as Kyoto Protocol. The
protocol gathered more than 1,500 delegates, lobbyists and head of states from
about 150 countries to come to a consensus on a treaty to cut greenhouse gas
emissions globally. Based on three main principles, the Kyoto Protocol created a
system that is both binding and lenient on countries, placing a greater
responsibility on the developed countries. This means that countries have a
different duty in terms of gas emission reductions based on their economic
development. For example, the developed countries promised to reduce their
carbon gas emissions by a specific amount from their 1990 levels. Europe vowed
to cut emissions by 8 percent, the United States by 7 percent and Japan by 6
percent until 2012. The Protocol came into effect in 2005 when 141 nations
decided to ratify it within their countries with the exception of the United States,
despite it being the nation that brought forth the idea of the Kyoto Protocol,

because of the concern that it will hinder their industrial development.

Noticing that the progress did not go as smoothly as expected, there was a Bali
Climate Change Conference (BCCC) in December of 2007 with the head of
states and governments convening to elaborate on the long term goals to
combat climate change which are based on the following four terms: mitigation,

adaptation, finance and technology.

Since 1995, the Parties to the Convention held the Conferences of Parties (COP)
to supervise various conventions on the environment and the Kyoto Protocol.
Moreover, it provided significant assistance towards the operations of resolutions
and implementations of the standards made to decrease the emission of carbon
gas. It held annually, starting with the COP conference in Bali (COP 13, 2007) to
the Durban COP 17 in 2011 with the establishment of the Durban Platform for
Enhanced Action (ADP). In 2015, the most recent COP (COP 19) was held in

Warsaw for the universal consensus of resolutions that will be in force in 2020.

HOW DO WE STOP THE EXPONENTIAL INCREASE IN THE AMOUNT
OF CARBON DIOXIDE EMITTED?

The greatest contributor to global climate change is the emission of carbon
dioxide. Carbon dioxide is the primary greenhouse gas that is produced by
human activities and if a large amount of it is emitted, it can cause severe
damages to the environment. With a moderate amount of carbon dioxide in the
atmosphere and a sufficient amount of carbon sinks on earth, most of the
carbon can be absorbed to plants to be converted into oxygen through
photosynthesis. However, the countries and the people are prioritizing their own
economic development or stability and their own comfort, threatening the
environment with the emission of carbon dioxide due to human activities. In
order to prevent the release of an excesses amount of carbon dioxide into the
atmosphere, many countries at the Kyoto Protocol decided to tackle the problem

through ‘Carbon Pricing’, a cost applied to the quantity of carbon gas emitted to

discourage people from wasting too much energy and discharging colossal

amounts of carbon dioxide.

GREENING THE GLOBE SESSION

During this training program, in order to cover the topic of the environment,
there was small role play session that was similar to the actual United Nations
conference. The purpose of this session was to discover what it is like to create
and pass a resolution in the United Nations General Assembly while discussing
possible solutions from the position of the country that each student assigned

to.

On the first day of the mini conference, the students met up with their team to
prepare a statement that outlined what their country is experiencing and what
they want, which was presented to the other nations. Then, after a short lesson
on writing resolutions, nations wrote perambulatory and operative clauses based
on their countries’ positions. The students negotiated these clauses both
informally and formally with “delegates” from the other nations to agree upon a
final resolution with the clauses and wordings that most of the nations

supported.

The major conflict at this conference was the difference in the positions between
the developing and developed nations. The developed nations on the other
hand, were willing to provide financial assistance and provide the technologies
that are necessary for scientific research on this topic but wanted the
participation of all the nations because every country is affected by this issue.
They also have started the research for sustainable technologies so they already
have institutions, scientists and some funding that are working on the project.
Therefore, they want the developing countries to listen to what they say and

have all states’ participation. Something that developed nations suggested was
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the creation of funds that will be used for financial assistance towards the
developing nations that are experiencing economic difficulties so that all nations
can contribute equally to this effort. This is another reasonable proposal as
developed countries also have to keep their own incentives and advantages

while offering assistance to those who are not as affluent as them.

The developing countries wanted to develop and help their people before fully
participating in the projects that are targeted towards finding solutions for
global climate change. These countries are usually victims of diseases and are
the one who are often most affected by the disasters that strike them. They also
currently do not have the financial ability and scientific knowledge to proceed in
innovating to better the environment. That is why they want the developed
nations to take lead on the efforts to further prevent global climate change. One
of solutions that the developing nations might propose is to place taxes on
carbon emissions rather than the usage of fossil fuels because of their reliance
on oil and coal industries. This is a logical argument since the biggest
contributor to global climate change is carbon dioxide emission not the actual
usage of fossil fuels. Of course these taxes can be later invested in scientific
research to develop technologies that produce less carbon dioxide. This possible
solution is defined as a ‘common tax approach’ recently mentioned by the
economist, Joseph E. Stiglitz in his book Making Globalization Work. Other
experts also support this solution to lessen the environmental problems. They
believe that the taxes placed carbon emission should be entrenched and
assistance towards the developing countries must be followed swiftly in order to

prevent any problems with their economy.

POSSIBLE OUTCOMES OF GLOBAL CLIMATE CHANGE

There are many different possible scenarios to the issues that the world is facing

right now in terms of the environment. However, as much as life on earth is
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affected by the environment, the environment experiences various consequences
of the actions of living organisms, and as living beings are subject to changes in
their lifestyles over time, it is difficult to project the environmental conditions
over a long period of time. One fact that can be said for sure is that global
temperatures are going to continue increasing for some time and that it will take
years to reverse the effects on the environment due to this augmentation.
Nevertheless, people continue to make attempts to predict the aftermaths of
global climate change so that countries can prepare to defend themselves

against any disasters that may come their way.

With increasing global temperatures, the rate of glacier recession on mountains
and in the Antarctic and Arctic has increased significantly, which result in rising
sea levels. This threatens areas that are at a low altitude or are already below sea
level. One example of a country that has already been greatly affected by this is
Tuvalu. Most of Tuvalu may be underwater in several decades if the sea level
continues to rise at the rate it is now. The country has already lost some of its
land to the ocean, resulting in the dislocation of hundreds of people, and if it is
completely taken over by water, more than ten thousand people will have to
migrate to another country. This new country will have to accommodate for the
migrants, which will take some time and a lot of money. Tuvalu is not the only
country that is experiencing this trouble. Other areas in danger of flooding may
end up in the same situation as Tuvalu, where there may be a mass migration of
people to surrounding countries, or they will have to invest a large portion of
their budget in building the infrastructure and gathering any necessary supplies

to defend themselves against the rising sea levels.

Another possible outcome in some parts of the world is desertification.
Desertification is when an area of land becomes a desert due to the loss of a
significant amount of water in the area. This has a great impact on many

societies because it is usually fertile and arable land that turn into deserts as the
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result of inappropriate use of the land and its resources, such as extensive
deforestation or inapt agriculture. When a country is experiencing desertification,
their economy and the lives of their people are in danger because they are
losing land that they can farm on and it means that their water supply is
depleting to extremely low levels. Without farmland, the country or area cannot
produce crops, such as cotton and corn, to support their families by selling them
at local markets or exporting them. If the country is already impoverished,
desertification will have a much greater impact on the lives of the people
because they are much more dependent on their crops than countries that are

more economically developed.

These are two of the many possible outcomes of global climate change, and
there are other problems that are the result of the two outcomes mentioned
here. Climate change can affect different regions to various extents at different
periods of time, which makes it almost impossible to cover every single situation
in a single report or essay. Furthermore, there are many factors that contribute
to each outcome and the outcomes may cause other problems within the
country or even elsewhere. In order for a country to prepare themselves for the
effects of global climate change, it is necessary to consider all the characteristics
of their country’s economy, natural resources, biodiversity and many other
sectors. It will be important to determine the possible damages they may
experience and to what extent, as well as develop ways in which they can
prevent any further changes to the climate and further detriments to their

country.

CONCLUSION

Through the Greening the Globe session on the topic of the environment, there
was a chance to review the threats that humans and their surroundings will face

in the future due to environmental problems and to learn how to reach a
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consensus to resolve the problem. In addition, there was an acknowledgement
towards countries that are not in a position where they can put the environment

as a priority due to the need to develop and improve or maintain their economy.

With the development of the primary, secondary and tertiary industries, some
attention towards environmental consequences was diverted elsewhere,
generating various catastrophes. Hence, to slow down the incremental process of
negatively impacting the environment, the developing and the developed
countries must cooperate. Even though both sides have their own priorities, in
order to prevent this ongoing problem, there must be a multilateral resolution.
This means that every nation will have to give up some things to win others.
Some of the most efficient proposals mentioned during the session are that the
developed countries should offer a financial support and technical assistance to
the developing countries while placing taxes on carbon emission rather than on
fossil fuel, which will then be used to fund the research for eco-friendly and

sustainable technologies.

Multilateral diplomacy is a difficult system. It is challenging for all countries to
agree upon each clause stated in the resolution. Through the session, the
students were able to recognize the significance of diplomacy and roles of a
country’s representative. Moreover, there was an acknowledgement towards the
fact that within the developed or developing countries, there are also many
conflicts and problems that are in need of attention; however, they need to
consider every country's perspective and the objectives. If the world manages to
overcome the challenge of negotiating and coming to a consensus with the full
support of each nation, it will help solve many problems world is facing and

make it a better place to live.

1. INTRODUCTION OF OHCHR

The office was established by the UN General Assembly on 20 December 1993 in
the wake of the 1993 World Conference on Human Rights. The office is headed
by the High Commissioner for Human Rights, who co-ordinates human rights
activities throughout the UN System and supervises the Human Rights Council in

Geneva, Switzerland. This office is part of the UN secretariat.

UNHCR looks to the OHCHR for expertise on how to integrate human rights into
its work in practice, including how to conduct human rights-based programming.
The refugee agency also encourages the OHCHR to systematically include
people of concern into its standard setting, monitoring and field implementation

activities.

The High Commissioner is responsible for all the activities of the Office of the
United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights, as well as for its
administration, and carries out the functions specifically assigned to him or her
by the General Assembly in its resolution 48/141 of 20 December 1993 and
subsequent resolutions of policy-making bodies; advises the Secretary-General
on the policies of the United Nations in the area of human rights; ensures that

substantive and administrative support is given to the projects, activities, organs
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and bodies of the human rights program; represents the Secretary-General at
meetings of human rights organs and at other human rights events; and carries
out special assignments as decided by the Secretary-General. As well as those
human rights that are currently included in legally binding treaties, the High
Commissioner also promotes human rights yet to be recognized in international
law (such as the adoption of economic, social and cultural rights as a strategic

priority, which are not all currently recognized in international legal instruments).

2. WHAT DOES OHCHR DO?

What OHCHR does

There are a few major things that OHCHR mainly focuses on. OHCHR promotes
and protects all human rights. That is to say, OHCHR makes civilians safe from
the human rights abuses and violations for all human beings by injecting human
rights perspectives. OHCHR also help empower civilians, including minorities.
OHCHR offers leadership, works objectively by using criteria and educates the
individuals who are in needs and support the member states or country
protecting and sustaining the human rights. OHCHR assist the local government
for implementing the human rights. Also, OHCHR works with the Human Rights

Council, by supervising the council. In OHCHR, the high commissioner conducts
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the work. OHCHR takes action based on their top priorities, which are closely

related to their work and aiming goals.

+ Strengthening international human rights mechanisms

+ Enhancing equality and countering discrimination

+ Combating impunity and strengthening accountability and the rule of law

+ Integrating human rights in development and in the economic sphere

+ Widening the democratic space

A. Rapid Response to Emerging Human Rights Crises

OHCHR's Rapid Response Unit supports the work of OHCHR by swiftly deploying
experts to the field in need. By the request form the nations or the member
states, the unit and the OHCHR carries out the research such as fact finding
mission or investigations regarding the human rights. Recently, the unit
cooperated with the missions mandated by the Human Rights Council. There are
a few cases shows the coordination with the council; Palestinian Territories,
Democratic People’s Republic of Korea and Syria and Commission of Inquiry on
Central African Republic. Also, the unit responds to the humanitarian crises by
deploying the staff to the region. Sometimes, the unit engages with the national
actors like local governments and authorities for implementation of human

rights to civilians.

B. Human Rights Advisers

Human Rights Advisers are experts deployed by OHCHR to the field to support
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UN Country Teams owing to the request of UN Resident Coordinators. The
experts analyze the situation in the nation and give advice of the situation such
as solution or best approach. Furthermore, they organize the strategies for
strengthening the state’s capacity in the field of the human rights. By eh end of
the 2014, 29 experts were deployed in almost 30 countries, mostly in developing

or under-developed countries.

Successful cases

Implementation of human rights

New human rights standards have built on the 1948 Universal Declaration of
Human Rights and the implementation of international human rights treaties is

significantly improved.

Since the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the world started to recognize
the necessity of building the well-organized system dealing the human rights
issues. Thus, the Human Rights Treaty Bodies working for implementation of the

core international human rights are established.

Human rights for minority

Additional explicit protections in international law now exist covering, among
others, children, women, victims of torture, persons with disabilities, migrants,

LGBT and regional institutions.

The Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, which entered into
force in 2008, sets out international human rights standards for all persons with
disabilities in the world. There has been a paradigm shift in the recognition of

the human rights of people with disabilities, especially and crucially, their right to
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effective participation in all spheres of life on an equal basis with others.

There is now an international framework that recognizes the challenges facing
migrants and their families which guarantees their rights and those of
undocumented migrants. The Special Rapporteur on the Human Rights of
Migrants (1999) and the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and
Members of Their Families (2003) were made for strengthening and

guaranteeing the migrants status.

The rights of lesbians, gays, bisexuals and transgender individuals have been
placed on the international agenda. Since 2010, UN has appealed that
discrimination against LGBT should be put an end. Human Rights Council also
adopted the first United Nations resolution on sexual orientation and gender

identity.

The challenges facing indigenous peoples and minorities are increasingly being
identified and addressed by the international human rights mechanisms,
especially with respect to their right to non-discrimination. The United Nations
Voluntary Fund for Indigenous Populations, established in 1985, gives indigenous
peoples the opportunity to participate in the sessions of the Permanent Forum

on Indigenous Issues

They have improved and alleviated the human rights situation of individuals in
countries worldwide in both national and international level, have contributed to
avoid occurrence of similar violations in the future.

Human rights for public

States and the United Nations recognize the pivotal role of civil society in the

advancement of human rights.
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The increased engagement of civil society with Unite Nations human rights
mechanisms boosted the development of new standards and strengthened the
human rights system. There is heightened awareness and growing demand by
people worldwide for greater transparency and accountability from government

and for the right to participate fully in public life.
Establishment of human rights council

The Human Rights Council, set up in 2006, has addressed vital and sensitive
issues and its Universal Periodic Review, established in the same year, has
allowed countries to assess each other’s human rights records, make

recommendations and provide assistance for improvement.
Human rights in economy

A growing consensus is emerging that business enterprises have human

rights responsibilities

The growing reach and impact of business enterprises have given rise to a
debate about the roles and responsibilities of such actors with regard to human
rights. UN Human Rights Council endorsed Guiding Principles on Business and
Human Rights for implementing the UN “Protect, Respect and Remedy”
Framework, providing — for the first time — a global standard for preventing and

addressing the risk of adverse impacts on human rights linked to business
3. HOW OHCHR TAKES ACTION.
Being related to their work and priorities, the ways that OHCHR use to approach

human rights issues accord with what they do.

Firstly, OHCHR sets human rights standard which has 10 criteria. It helps OHCHR
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to classify the human rights issues in order to find the best solution regarding
the problem. Also, the criteria help OHCHR to view the issue more objectively
rather than subjectively.

Secondly, OHCHR monitors the situation regarding the human rights issues.
Without knowing the situation, the best approach cannot be followed, thus
monitoring the situation is the mandatory. OHCHR deals with the individual
situation within an each country by supporting the Human Rights treaty bodies,
which are in an independent state. During the monitoring, OHCHR uses the

criteria they made in order to recognize the circumstance perfectly.

Third, OHCHR implements the concepts and necessity of the Human Rights to
the civilians. Through the implementation of the Human Rights, the system of
dealing with issues has significantly improved. Also, OHCHR carries out the
research in fields that are related to human rights. The research is mostly based
on fact-finding. After the research, OHCHR releases data and information to the

public by their publications to let civilians be aware of human rights.

Fourth, OHCHR mainstreams the human rights system, by leading the treaty
bodies. Treaty bodies monitor the implementation of the core international
human rights. Treaty bodies are consisted of independent experts. 10 treaty
bodies exist to help OHCHR address the issues. Human Rights Treaty Body is a
legally binding system where every member state has to join at least 2 treaties.
Otherwise, the member states will get a penalty. Choosing what treaties the state
joins depends on the state’s choice. That is to say, signing on a treaty is a

nations’ freewill and has little restrictions.

4. BUDGET OF THE OHCHR

The high commissioner of OHCHR tries to increase the regular budget to 7% of
the United Nations’ budget (which is almost double of current day's). While the

donation ratio of the total budget increases every year and almost %5 of the
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budget is from donations now. These are usually from governments and NGOs
and the big portion of donation is from Germany, Netherlands, USA, and
Sweden. While this budget can be felt to you as a really big amount of money,
when compared with the budget of Seoul, it is only one-third of it. Moreover, a
big amount of this budget is used at reporting things such as translating and
printing.

OHCHR is an international committee, but it has been influenced by the

countries which donate a lot when they make a decision.
5. SEOUL OFFICE OF OHCHR

The United Nations is set to open its field office in Seoul to deal with the human
rights situation in North Korea. The move risks aggravating inter-Korean relations
that have remained frozen in the past years, but marks a significant step
toward in international efforts to improve dismal rights conditions in the
communist state.

The field office, which is run by five or six staff members, monitors and
documents the North’s human rights situation. Its role is based on a report
released in February by the Commission of Inquiry a U.N. panel tasked with
probing rights violations in the North , wrapping up its yearlong mission. The
report called for a series of actions , including the establishment of a field-based
structure , in order to address the problems. In March , the U.N. Human Rights
Council adopted a resolution that reflected the COI's recommendations. South
Korea has since worked together with the Office of the U.N. High Commissioner
for Human Rights to set up the proposed office on its soil. The South Korean
government recommended locating the office in Songdo, a newly-developed
international business district in Incheon, but the OHCHR insisted the office be

located in Seoul to ensure operational efficiency.

The office is an outpost for the global task of tackling human rights violations by
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the oppressive North Korean regime. As an entity under the wing of the U.N.,
it is set to play a bridging role between domestic civic groups committed to
improving the North's rights conditions and the international community. But
caution is needed in order to avoid the overlap of activities between the office
and local civic organizations. The U.N. personnel should also be cautious not to
be involved in or swayed by political controversies here over how to handle

North Korean issue
6. THOUGHT AND FEELINGS

First, I was always concerned with human rights problems and therefore was
interested in the UN agency. However, unlike UNHCR I did not have much
knowledge about the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for
Human Rights (OHCHR) that we had visited this time. Through this opportunity
to visit OHCHR I had a lot of new feelings while learning much about the
institution itself. I listened to a lecture from an OHCHR officer at the OHCHR
headquarters in Geneva, Switzerland. The lecture came down to roughly three
parts: OHCHR's history, what it does, and the ongoing projects and budget.
Additionally, I learned about the elements and real examples of human right
violations, and found it particularly interesting to attain knowledge about the
human rights abuses taking place in the international community. To briefly
depict the history of OHCHR, it had been advised by the World Conference on
Human Rights held in Vienna in June 1993. The office was initiated just after the
48th UN General Assembly. Also, there was much to learn about the various
issues addressed by OHCHR in the past. It mainly works to adjust to and
promote human rights activities, deal with human rights violations, and settle
preventive policies for the protection of human rights. In addition to these major
projects, projects currently operated by OHCHR include protection of human
rights in North Korea where OHCHR Offices in Seoul primarily deal with

supportive activities for North Korean defectors and refugees. However,
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compared to active attempts made by OHCHR, the budget seemed to be
relatively low. For instance, last year 2014's budget estimated to be
approximately 49 million in US dollar this might look big in number, but
considering that it is merely one-third of Seoul's annual it is not supposedly big
after all. Even though, the lectures tried to shine OHCHR efforts to gain access
to the systematic and delicate direction, it still felt that we had a long way to go

to resolve human rights issues around the world.
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6) THE ICRC — HISTORY AND ROLE

1. INTRODUCTION

The ICRC is an organization that was established to improve the protection of
war victims. The origin of the organization is in Geneva, Switzerland. It is neutral
and independent and this means not take sides when conflicts happen. This is
possible as they get their budget from the donation not from the countries like
UN agencies. When they get the donation from any individual or group, they
even request for a written pledge saying that they are not going to interfere in
ICRC's tasks. Therefore, ICRC is totally free from the influence of the states
around the world. This shows the idea which ICRC is based on. They think that
the only thing they should do is to help people in emergencies and that they
should not be engaged in the political relationships. Therefore, countries don't
have to pay for what ICRC does. Also, ICRC has a right to refuse anything a
specific country requests. Conversely, the government also can reject ICRC. In
fact, there were some cases in which a country refused the help regarding ICRC
as something western. But these cases are really rare as rejecting the

humanitarian assistance could be interpreted very negatively in terms of politics.

There are 7 fundamental principles that ICRC supports: Humanity, impartiality,
neutrality, independence, voluntary service, unity, and universality. All the
elements are very important but there are some that need to be emphasized.

The point that addresses about the voluntary service is important as it states
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that the responsibility to take the risk is on the person who is willing to
volunteer. Also, the unity is crucial because the cooperation between the doctors
and the UN agencies is significant especially in times of pressuring situations.
Lastly, the universality is about the necessity of respect for the cultures and laws
on the particular region while working. This is emphasized because volunteers
are from different areas.

ICRC is now operating in many countries, almost in every continent. However, it
has no office in those places because their work is to intervene and not to stay
forever. Still, there are some places where the conflicts are being extended and
the ICRC is staying a bit longer than expected. But the core idea of ICRC which
is, not to be related in the political way and not to lose the neutrality, is still

being protected.

2. HISTORY

ICRC has a quite unique history because although it is a big organization that
gives help to the world's victims, it was not founded by UN or other public
institutions. ICRC, The International Committee of the Red Cross was founded in
February 1863 in Geneva, Switzerland. The committee was created to ensure
protection and assistance for victims of armed conflict and strife. Also because it
was neutral, it made the armies to care for wounded soldiers, whatever side they
were on.

Through these roles, ICRC did a lot of things during the time when the First
World War broke out. At the outbreak of the First World War, the ICRC opened a
Central Prisoners of War Agency in Geneva. It was to restore links between
captured soldiers and their families. And it resulted in growth of visits to

prisoners of war during this period.

After the First World War, many countries thought that the role of Red Cross
should change. Therefore, in 1919 they founded the League of Red Cross
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Societies. However, the time during 1920s and 1930s was turbulent and so

neutrality became very important. Consequently, the ICRC remained active.

The ICRC, in 1929, suggested governments to adopt a new Geneva Convention
for the protection of war prisoners. But the World War II broke out soon after

that and it was impossible to prevent the atrocities caused during the war.

During the Second World War, there were a lot of activities that had to be done
by the organization. The ICRC and the League of Red Cross Societies worked
together for the stable shipping of the supplies all over the world. They helped
both prisoners of war and civilians. Also, they made it possible to exchange
millions of Red Cross Messages between family members. After the war, they

handled the requests for news about missing loved ones.

Although they have tried hard, they also have had some failures. The biggest
failure was that they couldn’t act on behalf of victims of the Holocaust and other
persecuted groups. Also, because they did not have any specific legal basis, they
could not react to the situation quickly and efficiently. Everything depended on

the hands of the delegate of ICRC.

Since 1945, ICRC is requesting the states to reinforce and respect the
international humanitarian law. It is now dealing with the humanitarian matters

like the conflicts in Israel and Palestine.

The revision of the Geneva Convention was agreed in 1949. The rewritten three
are: covering wounded and sick on the battlefield, victims of war at sea,
prisoners of war. Also, 'to protect civilians living under enemy control’ was added.
These are the ones that provide the ICRC the main mandate in the situations of
armed conflicts.

In 1977, the two Protocols which were applicable to international armed conflicts
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and internal conflicts were adopted. They also set up the rules regarding the

conduct of hostilities with these Protocols.

3. ROLES

1) ADDRESSING SEXUAL VIOLENCE

The ICRC helps victims of sexual violence by providing them with advice and
emergency assistance. The problems related to this area are very serious in some
regions. There is even an area where 70% of the women are victims. In the long
term, ICRC provides psychological support, so that the victims can find their
confidence, and put their lives back together again. To do this, ICRC first
contacts the victim and makes him or her to gather the other victims in that
local area for an efficient and effective help. In addition, the education on
children is also crucial as many of them are prone to take the issue not seriously.
Therefore, to prevent the children from being the assailant or the victim, ICRC is

also focusing on the education.

2) BUILDING RESPECT FOR THE LAW

The law exists as the common ground for everyone and so the observance of
the law is important for the reliable society. However, the governments are not
always stable in their stances and so they don't have the same laws. That is why
ICRC gets in the universities and armies for the education of the law that is
accepted generally.

One way in which the ICRC builds respect for the law is to help governments
fulfill their legal obligations. The ICRC offers its expertise and practical
experiences of conflicts to help governments meet their responsibilities by
passing legislation, training the armed forces and the police and promoting

international humanitarian law at universities and among young people.
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3) COOPERATION WITH THE SOCIETY

The ICRC works with national societies by providing first aid and health care,
distributing foods, and restoring family links. What they are also focusing on is
to build the capacity of the local society. ICRC coordinates the activities of other
components such as non-profit organizations and UN agencies that are

operating in the country to cooperate with the society more efficiently.
4) ENSURING ECONOMIC SECURITY

The ICRC defines economic security as the ability of individuals, households or
communities to cover their essential needs sustainably and with persistence. So
ICRC provides the essential assets needed to earn a living, such as individual's
physical needs, foods, basic shelter, clothing and the costs associated with health
care and education. By providing these helps, they expect to build a stable
economic system that has the solid basis. In addition, what is different about in
the ICRC's help is that they are giving them the actual assistance in the field

rather than the theoretical one.
5) FORENSIC SCIENCE AND HUMANITARIAN ACTION

When people die during wars or disasters, or while migrating, their bodies must
be handled respectfully and with dignity. And the remains of unknown
individuals must be searched for, recovered and identified. So the ICRC provides

advice and support, and trains the local authorities and forensic practitioners.
6) PROVIDING HEALTH & HEALTH CARE IN DANGER

The ICRC is active in various fields among the health sector. Among them are

large fields of community health, prison health, physical rehabilitation, casualties
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of war. First, if a conflict occurs in the community, some or all of the national
health system are dismantled and discarded or even destroyed. Depending on
the specific needs and the degree of collapse of the health system, the projects
can vary from situation to situation. However, the common goal is to provide
essential health services, including prevention of disease and therapeutic
measures for victims. ICRC is also working in prison. When ICRC delegates
visiting detention places they are accompanied by ICRC medical staff to assess
the health condition of the detainees and observe any results of a physical or
mental abuse. Solving the health issues of prison inmates also includes medical
evaluation to assess whether detainees were tortured or received other forms of
cruel, inhuman and insulting treatment. Injuries caused by explosion of
antipersonnel mines and other weapons can lead to mutilation, serious disability
or trauma. The ICRC therefore gets these people a specialized surgery and also
psychological therapy in the long term. The ICRC has accumulated considerable
amount of expertise in this field on the basis of long experience in treating war
casualties. The ICRC has also operated an organization and first aid and
lifesaving courses covering technology for volunteers to cultivate the capability

of National Societies on emergency response.

7) PROMOTING IHL& WORKING WITH THE CORPORATE SECTOR

International humanitarian law is the law that regulates the conduct of armed
conflict. It is one of the international laws, which were set up to protect the
people from damages of the war. Many of the action taken by ICRC and other
humanitarian organizations are based on this law. Therefore, one of the ICRC's
roles is to promote the law. By doing this, they are expecting to prevent the
excessive use of violence and minimize the military force.

Also, because it is extremely important to cooperate with private sectors, ICRC is
focused on working with corporate sectors. It is important because the

partnership with the companies would make it easier to help the local people.
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ICRC shows the members of companies the situation in the area and where the
war is going on. By doing this, the corporations understand better about what

kind of help is needed for the people like refugees.
8) ADDRESSING THE HUMANITARIAN NEEDS OF MIGRANTS

Every day, more than hundreds of people walk a few thousand kilometers for the
brighter future. 18th of December is World Migrants Day. On this day, the
delegate of ICRC Protection Division, Pierre Gentile had the conference about
what difficulty the migrants are facing and how ICRC is going to help them.

Migration is a complicated situation including more than 230 million people
around the world. Many people take to the road wishing to get away from the
armed clashes, persecution and poverty, and to find the better economic
conditions. Therefore, on the way, many conflicts occur, and problems arise. No
matter what the situation is for each person, the difficulties outbreak on the way

to another country.

Unfortunately, thousands of migrants disappear or die leaving their family
behind. What ICRC does for them is to fulfill their needs and to provide them
with the information about the situations both in their own country and in the
countries they are passing by. ICRC doesn't encourage nor oppose migration.
ICRC helps the migrants regardless of their nationality. This means, the asylum
seekers have the right to get the protection according to international law. ICRC
cooperates with other organizations too. For example, there's National Red Cross
and Red Crescent which helps migrants to keep in touch with their family via
Red Cross messages. Also, ICRC works with National Societies which informs the

situation about left families and gives them help.
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9) REDUCING THE IMPACT OF WEAPON CONTAMINATION

When a conflict ends, mines and unexploded bombs, shells and cluster-munition
bomblets continue to kill the people who live near. And this is called weapon
contamination. It deprives people of water, firewood, farmland, health care and
education and it impedes forming a secure work environment. To prevent
accidents and reduce the effects of weapon contamination the ICRC gathers data
and analysis, and reduces the risk of danger. For gathering data, the ICRC is
developing tools such as the Information Management System for Mine Action
(IMSMA) and the International Mine Action Standards (IMAS), which cover data
collection, storage and analysis. And the ICRC uses the results to identify
dangerous areas and to plan and prioritize their activities. Also, for risk reduction,
in countries where war has destroyed the society and the economy, people are
forced to enter weapon-contaminated areas to farm, collect water and firewood,
or travel. To solve this, ICRC sets up safe areas, provides new water sources in
areas which are free of weapon contamination, and provides alternative sources

of food or fuel.

10) PROTECTING CIVILIANS

The ICRC's protection actions are intended to benefit civilians who have been
arrested or detained and civilians who are not or no longer participating in
hostilities and violent confrontations. Usually, when there is lack of protection
with the civilians, it is because of the insufficient attention of the government to
the fundamental rules that were set up by the international humanitarian law
and international human rights law. Therefore, the final goal of ICRC is to make
sure that the authorities and other commissioned groups pay more attention to
these issues, and their obligations under IHL and IHRL. For this reason, ICRC
provides some information to the governments concerning protection and

requests them to take action about it.
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11) PROTECTING WATER AND SHELTER IN CONFLICT ZONES

Each year, armed conflicts disrupt millions of lives. The ICRC provides water in
conflict zones and maintains a sustainable living environment. Ultimately, this
work reduces death and suffering due to habitat damage or disruption to water
supplies. Also, ICRC has built a new reservoir and upgraded the distribution
network. People, especially women and children, no longer have to make a long

queue and travel faraway to drink water.

UNITED NATIONS ENVIRONMENT PROGRAM (UNEP)

What is the UNEP?

The United Nations Environment Program (UNEP) was founded by Maurice
Strong in 1972 after the United Nations Conference on the Human Environment
was held. Its headquarters currently lie in Nairobi, Kenya and has six regional
offices and various country offices. This United Nations agency often acts as the
voice for the environment. The UNEP has various tasks, such as organizing
environmental activities and educating developing countries in implementing

practices that are environmentally sound.

The UNEP has been founded to achieve the following three objectives:
1. Assessing global, regional and national environmental conditions and
trends
2. Developing international and national environmental instruments

3. Making institutions stronger for the wise management of the environment

UNEP’s main goal is “to provide leadership and encourage partnership in caring
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for the environment by inspiring, informing, and allowing nations and peoples to

improve their quality of life without compromising that of future generations”.
The UNEP's work focuses on the following 7 themes:

1. Climate change: The focus of this theme is to strengthen the ability of
countries, especially that of developing countries, to integrate climate
change responses into its national development processes.

2. Disasters and conflicts: The focus of this theme is to minimize threats to
the well being of humans from the causes and consequences of
environmental disasters, both natural and man-made.

3. Ecosystem management: The focus of this theme is to ensure that
countries manage the ecosystem appropriately through promoting a
holistic management of land, water and living resources to promote
conservation and sustainable use to enhance human well-being.

4. Environmental governance: The focus of this theme is to ensure that
environmental control at both national and global levels are
strengthened to address environmental priorities.

5. Chemicals & waste: The focus of this theme is to minimize the impact of
harmful substances and hazardous waste on the environment and people.

6. Resource efficiency: The focus of this theme is fostering sustainable
consumption and production by leading global efforts to ensure natural
resources are produced, processed and consumed in a more sustainable
way.

7. Environment under review: The focus of this theme is to provide open
services and access to knowledge about the environment to allow for a

more informed decision-making from the part of the nations.

As it is shown through the wide-ranged themes, UNEP covers a vast range of

issues. Throughout the four decades of its existence, the UNEP has played a
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significant role in organizing international conventions regarding the
environment, educating necessary environmental information, and advocating

policies that have been developed during the conventions.

What does the UNEP do in the field?

UNEP's work in the field usually involves conducting assessment missions,
delivering training, and providing technical assistance with mixed teams of both
the international and national experts. There are three main areas within the

fieldwork:
1. Conflict Prevention, Peace building and saving Natural resources
2. Greening Peacekeeping Operations

3. Environmental Diplomacy and Meditation

What did the UNEP do in the past?

The UNEP has participated in multiple notable world projects through being a
sponsor of these significant projects. These projects include the development of
solar loan programs and the marshlands project in the Middle East, in which the
UNEP helped 100,000 people to finance solar power systems in India, and
helped protect the largest marshland in the Middle East.

United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs

(OCHA)

What is the OCHA?

United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA) is a

department under United Nations’ Secretariat in providing humanitarian aids to
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countries by coordinating national and international responses in times of ex
mergencies such as natural disasters. This department also ensures that different
parts of United Nations work together to respond to an emergency quickly.
What distinguishes this from other affiliated organizations of UN is that it has its
headquarters both in Geneva and New York. With 9 regional offices and 28 field

offices.

What does the OCHA do?

Its main work is to coordinate humanitarian actions in partnership with various

actors. Their four missions are to:

1. Mobilize and coordinate effective and principled humanitarian action in

partnership with national and international actors in order to alleviate
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human suffering in disasters and emergencies
2. Advocate the rights of people in need
3. Promote preparedness and prevention

4. Facilitate sustainable solutions

Therefore, according to their missions, OCHA assesses solutions and needs,
agrees common priorities, develops common strategies to address issues such as
negotiating access, mobilizes funding and other resources, clarifies consistent
public messaging and monitors progress. OCHA gathers experts and advocates
from all over the world however they cannot initiate their investigations in
regions when the state government doesn’t provide permission or request the

OCHA to do so.

What does the OCHA do in the field?

There are three main things OCHA does in the field.

The first thing it does is to create partnership. OCHA empowers its strategic
engagement and operational coordination with national authorities, regional
organizations and local Non-Governmental Organizations. For example, in
Indonesia, OCHA supported national authorities to incorporate international

practice on coordinated assessments into their domestic law.

The second thing it does is to build resilience in the community. They make
significant progress in planning and preparing for crises. They provide practical
solutions to the region to protect themselves in the future in times of similar
emergencies. For instance, in southern Africa, OCHA facilitated planning
consultations between Southern Africa Development Community disaster
managers and their international cooperating partners in preparing for the

flood-and-cyclone season.
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The third thing it does is mapping. They analyze collected data through mapping,
predict and prevent possible disasters. OCHA's operational and resource partners
rely on the organization's information products for practical and consolidated
information on humanitarian crises. Throughout 2011, OCHA improved the scope
and quality of its products, enabling people and partners worldwide to receive
comprehensive and up-to-date information. At the height of the Libyan crisis,

OCHA produced daily updates that were widely read.

JOINT UNITED NATIONS ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAM AND OFFICE
OF THE COORDINATION OF HUMANITARIAN AID ENVIRONMENT
UNIT

It is the United Nations core mechanism to mobilize and coordinate international
response to environmental emergencies and natural disasters with major
environmental impacts. UNEP is technical expertise in environment while OCHA
is humanitarian coordination in times of emergency. Together, they provide

prepared response to regions damaged by environmental emergencies.

What is an environmental emergency?

An environmental emergency is defined as a sudden onset disaster or accident
resulting from natural, technological or human-induced factors, or a combination
of these, that cause or threaten to cause severe environmental damage as well

as harm to human heal and/or livelihoods.

Types of environmental emergencies include the following,
1. Industrial accidents;
2. Man-made disasters
3. Crises/conflicts with major environmental impacts

4. Natural disasters triggering technological accidents (NaTech accidents).

Ex) 2011 Japan tsunami that destroyed Fukushima nuclear power plants.

Environmental disaster that caused industrial impact in the community includes
tsunamis in Fukushima, Japan. It is important to identify environmental impacts
of disasters since it can save lives of affected populations and humanitarian
workers. In the first hours after an environmental emergency, the JEU can

mobilize experts and equipment to the affected area.
UN assistance
UN assistance is needed when:

+ National capacity is overwhelmed;

+ A country is in conflict;

+ There is a need for unbiased assessment (when the population can't trust its’
nation's own assessment);

+ There are trans boundary impacts;

+ Specialized information, expertise and/or equipment is unavailable through
other channels;

+ Overall coordination is needed.

However, these assistances can be made only upon request from the state

government.

How does the JEU work?

When a disaster strikes, JEU works on things including:
1. Monitoring of the situation
2. Consultation with authorities in country about capacity and expertise

3. Alert and mobilization upon request.
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CASE STUDY

Philippines

In 2013, Typhoon Haiyan (Typhoon Yolanda) hit the region of Yolanda in
Philippines. In response, OCHA sent its UNDAC team, which is a branch that can
deploy at short time (12~48 hours) anywhere in the world; and environmental
experts, along with oil spilt experts and an environmental field advisor. This was
to provide quick emergency aid and humanitarian aid to the Philippines.
Currently, an infographic of natural disaster preparedness and response exists in
the OCHA that is especially made in favor of the Philippines region. This is to

help the nation in times of another natural disaster.
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1) UNIVERSITE PARIS SORBONNE

Seoul Global High School, Yun Hyon Jun

The University of Paris, also known as the Sorbonne, dates back to the 13th
century and was founded in Paris, France. It is full of history and tradition,
evidently from being one of the first universities in the world. Among all the
Parisian universities, Sorbonne has the widest range of subjects in arts,

languages, and social sciences.

Sorbonne, like all universities in France, does not have a campus, a stark
difference between schools in other countries. The lack of a campus might mean
that there is no apparent school spirit or a sense of unity. Within the university,
departments are very independent and have little connections with each other.
Now, the French government is encouraging the development of joint structures,
a campaign to improve the quality of their campuses. In the particular case for
Sorbonne, it is famously situated near the Notre Dame, in the heart of central

Paris.

Entering the school was impossible during the trip, because it was summer break
thus no students in the school. Although I was unable to experience first-hand
what the student life is in a French university, there are a not so well known
perks of going to school in France. France is luring more and more foreign
students every year, but they are not at the level of international recognition as
American or British schools. However, one must not follow the bandwagon. In
several aspects, French schools are superior to the famous Ilvy League and

Oxbridge. The most prominent one is its extremely inexpensive tuition fees.
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France believes in equality of education. Education is a right and people should
be able to learn no matter their backgrounds. The tuition fees reaching over
$50,000 of America seems even more astronomically high when realizing that
almost all college students in France, at all levels, attend school for free, no
strings attached. Students of Sorbonne, business, and private schools do pay,
however. Business school students take out only $8 to $10,000 out of their
wallets, still a very wallet-friendly price compared to the $50,000 range of
American and British universities. For example, attending Sorbonne only costs
$200. Programs like Erasmus even allow students to receive full credit by
studying at another European country for a year. In unison with its budget-

friendly tuition, this program does not even cost 1 Euro.

However, just because learning is cheap, that does not mean giving free rides for
students to get degrees. The French curriculum is infamous for being vigorous.
Professors read the students’ grades out loud, in attempt to stimulate a reaction
for students work harder. High or perfect scores are a rarity. Students may get a
C- here but an A in America, because no matter how good the students may be,
the professor does not want to reward but to evoke them. Repeating grades is
not uncommon, and students are forced to work hard as an exchange for the

easy accessibility of education.

Sorbonne is a school with rich history but one does not need to be rich to
receive education. Although it was disappointing that I was unable to go inside
the building and get a better feel of the school, what I learned about not just
Sorbonne but all French schools impressed me. The determination for ensuring
equal quality education to the rich, the poor, the in-betweens is admirable and
something many countries aspire to emulate. Providing education to all might
have been disastrous, because since everybody is going to school, the quality of
education will fall. However, for France, the adverse is true. Professors are greedy

and demand only the students’ best effort. Cheap cost yet exceptional education
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will continue to attract more and more bright students all over the world.

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2) UNIVERSITY OF OXFORD

Seoul Banpo High School, Lee Seo Yeon

Oxford, the second oldest and the world’s undeniably the best university, has no
exact establishment year. However, Oxford university began its history when the
English king, Henry the Second, declared a ban on the study abroad and
scholars began to gather in Oxford for education. There are 38 distinct colleges
dispersed in the City of Oxford, all with their own history and tradition, and

there are about 22,000 students enrolled in total.

On 1st of August, our first day in England, we visited the Christ Church which is
considered one of the best among Oxford colleges. Since we are not students at
Christ Church, we couldn't get inside through the front door. So we entered
through the back door, watching the dining hall which has been the model for
the Harry Potter movies. There were portraits of founders, heads of college, and
popular figures of the university on the walls. Inside the chapel that was built in
the 12th century, there were countless pieces of art displayed but some of them
were badly destroyed by Henry the Eighth during the Reformation period
because they were ‘too catholic. The Christ Church's front gate is a bell tower
and its bell is called the ‘Great Tom’; it rings 101 times every night. The
traditions of Oxford are also very interesting. It is mandatory for students to
wear the subfusc (a full-dress uniform) during college events and examinations.
It is a custom for students to have a white corsage on the first day and a red
corsage on the last day of exam. I was so impressed and envious of Christ

Church students who study at a place rich of precious history and traditions.

After our brief tour of campus, we had a chance to meet Seung Hun Chae, who

just finished his Master’s Degree in Politics the day before. When asked why he
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decided to apply for Oxford University, he answered that it was because Oxford
is the most prestigious university in the world. The unique advantage of Oxford
is that they carry out the Tutorial System. This is where less than three college
students meet up with their professor to discuss certain topics related to their
major. They get easier chances to ask questions and interact with the professor
than when they are studying in the Lecture Theatre with 200 or more students.
Through Tutorial System, students are able to solidify their argumentation
through discussion. The fact that it's not a one-sided acquisition of knowledge
but an interactive learning process to establish one’s sense of values is what
distinguishes Oxford from others. Oxford selects its students on how much
expertise and interest they have on their choice of subject. Candidates who
passed the preliminary receive subject-related questions in an interview with
their professors. Unlike American universities, the Oxford professors themselves
choose the students they want to be responsible of for the following three years
of college. The most interesting part of the session was when he did a mock-
interview, pretending like he is the professor. One of our students answered to
his politics-related question and we had a grasp of how the interview and

tutorials are processed in University of Oxford.

When I think of Oxford, the first thing that I remember is Harry Potter. It reminds
me of the place where Dumbledore shout “Silent” and the place where Harry
Potter was welcomed at the stair. Because Harry Potter is one of my favorite

fiction novels, I started the visit with a thrilling mind.

We start the visit by dividing out team into two groups. The tour guide named
Sandra guided me and my friends. Sandra showed us the gowns that students
wear for their graduation. Oxford students wear yellow gown for graduation of
Diploma, red for graduation of Bachelor (Honors) degree, and red and blue for
graduation of Doctor of Philosophy. These gowns have to be worn when there
are exams or important ceremony. Today was the day of graduation. So we met
a Oxford student wearing a gown and I felt envious of them and had lots of

Tom quad is like a large yard, and this stabilize
Oxford students’ spirit, and meal makes students’ mind feel comfortable, and
library is built for students’ study. I only have thought of school as a place for

The Hall has portraits who were the people of Christ Church. It looks like a
cafeteria in Harry Potter so I felt as if the portrait was moving around. Also, we
saw the windows which had drawings of characters in Alice in wonderland, and
the firedog which symbolizes the place where Alice ate the cake and her neck
got long. I was marveled of all the drawings being detailed, and the drawing

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3) UNIVERSITY OF CAMBRIDGE

Just like the background of a fairytale that starts off with ‘Once upon a time...,
the University of Cambridge had the exact background. With aromatic trees,
flower petals flying swiftly in the wind and the wind slowly tickling our cheeks,
Cambridge started to give a smooth image in our minds. Unlike Oxford, it had a
different color, more like a small village where every villager tends to be friendly
towards each other. Holding our hearts pounding rapidly, we stepped into the

gate of Cambridge.

Cambridge, all time teenagers' dream university, is one of the first universities
founded in England, 1209. Currently it holds about 31 colleges and the
ingenious colleges are mostly King's College and Trinity College. Of course,
Cambridge is famous in various parts but the significant areas out of all are
math and science. About 81 people received Nobel Prize such as Francis Bacon,
Bhor and Isaac Newton. In addition, this university believes the essential part of
the university is ‘cooperation’. By this reason, Cambridge has a system that
provides students an equal chance to have a debate with a professor in a

specific major the student is involved in.

As it was mentioned before, Trinity College is the finest out of all. It was
founded in 1546 by the support from the royal family, under the order of Henry
VIIL. Holding one of the biggest chapels in Cambridge University, the structures
of the college building tend to hold dorms, small lecture rooms and professor
rooms. The front gate of the Trinity College tend to hold a symbol of the royal
family and under the huge symbol made of wood, there stands a statue of a

king holding a broken chair leg and a trumpet. This statue tends to have a myth,
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not within the entire statue but the broken chair leg that the statue is holding. In
the past, the statue of the king was holding a scepter but it was discovered later
that the scepter was replaced with a broken chair leg by a student. Late on,
there was a disappearance of the broken chair leg but luckily it was organized
well again. Nobody can utterly define the meaning of the broken chair leg
however, with such humorous story connected with the broken chair leg, the
school left the broken chair leg with the statue and let the students to transfer

the story to many students around them.

Then, in order to become the actual ‘student’ of Cambridge, the fundamental
parts are needed, such as grades from AP&SAT, IB or A level. Unlike American
Universities, students are not mandated to delineate their positive parts through
creative essays. Rather, they have to take a test, a simple personal statement and
an interview. Basically, the test subjects are relevant with the major a student
applies to and the interview follows the received questions during test. With
students that have passions towards their major, many students, approximately
90 percent, successfully graduate Cambridge and keep up with their post-
graduate studies. Moreover, Cambridge contains about 31 chapels within each
college and for students, it's not mandatory to join the chapel all the time. This
means that Cambridge is not a university that forces students to change their
religion or to have a chance to connect them with Christianity. Not only with the
religion, Cambridge has also provided liberty for students to decide whether

they should join the school clubs.

Cambridge certainly is a great university. Through such developments and
supporting programs within Cambridge, I certainly believe students who are in
Cambridge will be able to brighten their future and lead students to broaden
their periphery of their perspective and dream that they had during their lifetime
in high school or middle school. Moreover, within the natural background that

helps students to have a peaceful mind and increase their imaginations,
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Cambridge will create innovative leaders for the future.

Located at a two-hour distance away from London, the University of Cambridge
consists of 31 colleges and is widely recognized as one of the most prestigious
post-secondary institution in the world, especially in the sciences. Like many of
the oldest universities, Cambridge started off when various students and
teachers, in this case, former students of Oxford University who left due to a
conflict, came together in an area to learn. This gathering created an
environment for learning and from this beginning of foundation, the first
colleges of Cambridge were established in 1209.

When we visited the school campus, it was as if we entered a village that came
out of a storybook. The first thing that greeted us as we approached the city
was its peaceful and laid-back atmosphere as well as the sight of civilians
enjoying a day off by the river Once we crossed the river and walked past
various buildings, we arrived at the entrance of the Trinity College, one of the
three colleges that receive Royal support. This college, founded by Henry VIII in

1546, is the most famous college of Cambridge. Here, we were able to see the
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Great Court and the chapel where we saw statues of the alumni. After this brief
visit, we went over to King's College, a several-minute walk away from the Trinity
College. This is another college founded by Henry VIII which currently receives
Royal support, and again, we were only able to view the Front Court and the
chapel. We then had lunch at the university restaurant and headed over to a
grassy area for the Question and Answer session.

In order to apply to Cambridge, it is necessary to take one of the following
programs or tests: A-level, International Baccalaureate, Advanced Placement or
SAT. The scores from these programs/tests are one of the factors that are
considered in the first stage in the application process along with a personal
statement and a letter of recommendation. Those who manage to pass this
stage, depending on their faculty, are required to take a test. This test might
consist of a set of math problems or it may be an essay, but either way, these
test answers are used to eliminate another round of students. The remaining
applicants are then interviewed based on how they answered certain questions
during the test. Through this stage, the colleges make their final decisions.
Although this may seem like a long and tedious process, all parts are necessary
to select those who have the potential to become good university students.

One characteristic of the colleges of Cambridge is that they often do not take
into account extra-curricular activities when selecting their students. Instead, they
use their evaluation of the applicant's depth of interest and knowledge in the
faculty they applied for and the way in which they approach certain questions. I
personally do not agree with this because experience is one of the most
important assets that one can have when going through life and extra-curricular
activities are the best way to gain these experiences. Another characteristic is the
Supervision system where the students get a tutorial about certain topics within
their major lead by a professor who is specialized in the topic. Depending on the
college, there may be one professor who leads all of your supervision session,
which are usually held individually, in pairs or in small groups, or the students

may be taught by different professors based on the topic they are focusing on.
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Either way, this system allows the student to get an in-depth lecture on the
subject they are interested while receiving a lot of attention from the professor.
A significant element of these tutorials is that the student may be required to do
some homework and hand it in to their professor, but they are not formally
assessed for their work. They receive feedback as to what they can improve on
or think about; yet, this evaluation does not count towards the student’s final
course mark, allowing the student and the teacher to freely explore various
topics without the stress of being evaluated or having to assess.

Cambridge University strives to train the best students to become scholars who
are acknowledged in their field of study. If you are the type of student who likes
to ask many questions and the type that is very dedicated to discovering more
about their major, this may be the education system you are looking for. It may
take more effort to get in than other universities, but with its supervision system
and long history in training various students, you will get an excellent education

and a chance to delve into the topics you are interested in.
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6. TP OVERALL REPORT

The 6th training program at the UN: Korea in Geneva started at Incheon Haneul

High School. At the school, students were able to hear the schedule and details
of the whole program and meaningful speech from the prominent teachers at
the same time. After the introduction at the Incheon Haneul High School, all
students, including instructors went to Incheon International Airport, and then
they boarded on the airplane heading to Paris. During the 12 hours flight,
airplane was fulfilled with the expectations and fluttering of students. Arrived in
Paris, night was advancing. Despite being late to take a look at the Paris,

Students had a time to take photographs in front of the Eiffel Tower and the Arc
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de Triomphe, which are symbols of Paris.

On the next day, the Second day of the Training Program, Students had a chance
to appreciate and sense the fine work of arts which can be only seen through
the text books at the Louvre Museum where people can feel human history and

arts simultaneously.

With the on the spot explanation, the pieces clearly came to students’
recollection. After visiting the Louvre, students went to the University of Paris
(University of Sorbonne) which is called the origin of the theological college or
foundation of the universities in the medieval age. Due to the vacation of the
university, visitors, including students are not allowed to enter the university.
However, while walking around the campus, TP students could feel how it would
like to be a student of the University of Paris. Just 5 minutes away from the
University, there was a small and cozy book store where hundreds of antique
books were lined. Those books made me think and assume about the long

history of the University and the book store itself. Majority of the books in the
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store are related to the Philosophy, which means the university has rich history
not only in the field of the theology but also in the philosophy. During the
Medieval age, people named theology as the ‘father of the philosophy’, and the
bookstore proved the word as truth. Concluding the visit of the university, TP
students boarded on the plane heading to the London for the schedule in

London.

On the third day of the Training Program, students had the official Oxford
University tour. Interesting fact was that Oxford isn't a single university. In fact, it
is consisted of a number of independent universities. Even now, the system is
going on. Among a number of colleges in Oxford, we toured the Christ Church
College. The dining hall of the college was a motif of Hogwart's dining hall and
inspired the writer of Alice in the Wonderland. Known as top university from
medieval ages along with Cambridge and Paris University, historic buildings
showed the Oxford's stories. After finishing the official tour, TP students had
meeting with Chae Seung Hun who majored philosophy political economic at
Nuffield College in Oxford. The meeting was fulfilled with the questions
regarding the entrance to the Oxford and efforts that should be done for Oxford.
Also, a student in our group had a mock interview with Mr. Chae. The meeting
specified the answers of the students’ questions. Afterwards, we went in to the
down town of London and did sightseeing about the symbols of London,
including London Eye, British Museum and Big Ben. Different from the Louvre,
the British Museum displayed not only the arts but also historic heritage from
other countries. The museum takes a role of gathering historical sources from all
over the world. The role of the museum made me assume the sadness and grief

of weak countries and the power of the Britain in the past.
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On the fourth day was the day when students heading to Geneva for UN
training program. Before going to the Geneva, Switzerland, students went
another historic university, Cambridge University. At Cambridge, a student named
Lee Jeong Jae who is majoring in chemistry carried out the meeting and tour. He
told his stories and explained the Cambridge University. Afterwards, Students

move to Geneva.

On the fifth day, the most important session in whole program, Training at UN
started. Introduction of United Nations and WFUNA was the opening of the
whole session. Through the program, I became to know the motivation of
WFUNA was to make better and stronger UN. Also, UN and WFUNA both exist
for the better world. WFUNA is devoting in to World peace and security,
sustainable development and human rights. Followed session was about

multilateral diplomacy. Multilateral diplomacy means the practice of coordinating
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national policies in groups of 3 or more states. Multilateralism based on mutual
relationship which benefits each other. Negotiation in multilateralism has
different meaning to its original's. Negotiation in multilateralism means
discussing in a various level for a deal which will be accepted by every member.
Compromise in multilateralism doesn't mean simple compromise but rather not
obtaining what all I want while accepting something that you do not. That is to
say, compromise is yielding and generosity. Also, it can be a price of keeping the
world peace. After the lecture about multilateralism, TP students compete with
Chinese team on the quiz. The Korean team won, by gaining the score of 2250.

The theme for the day was ‘UN and me'.

On the sixth day, TP students learned about how and in what way the UN
impacts us. Students were able to discover the ITU or UN-Water makes our daily
lives sustainable in the field of communication and dietary life. In addition,
Students also had a time for presentation. Our group focused on the impact that
refugees get from the UN. In the military aspects, DPKO concerns the safety of
refugees. In the societal aspects, UNHCR concerns refugees than any other
departments. Plus, UN-HABITAT helps refugees to settle safely. Afterwards, we
had official tour at UNOG. UNOG is still using the building of League of Nations.
The unique point of the UNOG was that it calls the biggest hall not the General
Assembly but just Assembly Hall. Since UNOG is mainly focus on human rights
issues, Human Rights Council is located at UNOG. Human Rights Council’s ceiling
has various colors, which means diversity in the field of human rights. The
number of member states in UN is total 193, however only 47 among them are
member of the HRC. Thus, the more improvements in human rights are essential.
After the session, TP visited the OHCHR and heard the lecture about the
approaches that UN uses to address the human rights issues. United Nations
established for effective solutions in human rights affairs. Under the OHCHR, 10
main treaty bodies exist. Although the substantive purpose of UN is human

rights, the actual budget for human rights is too small. It only takes 3% of total
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UN budget. Then, we visited the permanent missions of Korea in Geneva. The
lecturer told about what the mission does specifically. State affairs department
spoke person said the mission is trying hard to address the issues of comfort
women during the Japanese colonization and the situation in North Korea. Since,
it is a global community; he said it is really hard to get an agreement. However,
he said the mission will try much harder and further expect great consequences
because both cases absolutely abused the human values. The second day’s

theme was the ‘Link between me and UN".

On the seventh day, Students had a time to discover closely about the
environment, the theme of whole program in Geneva. This session was called
'Greening the Globe'. One Chinese student and one Korean student became one
nation not a china and Korea. It was a discussion of finding a way to deal the
Climate Change. Developing countries insisted that developed countries should
take more responsibility. On the other hand, developed countries claimed that all
states should share responsibility equally. Also they said they can manage the
financial aid for those who are in need. Countries like Tuvalu which is influenced
directly by Climate Change appealed to other states for helping their citizens.
After presenting each state’s opinion, students had time to negotiate. While
negotiating with other states, students had to try hard to obtain what they want
and refuse or correct the resolutions that they don't want. Notably, during the
negotiation, developed countries became sponsors of each other and developing
countries made their alliance between the developing countries. Although the
endeavor I made the day before with my partner, we met so many variables on
the day, I learnt that variables are always exist in the diplomacy. Today's theme

was ‘Same Goal but Different Perspectives'.

On the eighth day, ‘Greening the Globe’ session was continued. Based on the
negotiations which were done the day before, today all member states

cooperate to write the resolution paper together. In this progress, the voices
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from all countries are evenly reflected on the resolutions. The contents that most
of the countries disagreed were deleted, and the content needed to be corrected
was partially corrected. For instance, students changed the content ‘all countries
pay same taxes~' to '‘Developed countries pay more taxes than developing
nations’. Lastly, nations should decide whether they will join the resolution or not
and the session finished. After the education on environment, the next subject
was ICRC. Their operation and 7 fundamental sources are mainly discovered in
the class. ICRC basically exists for humanitarian assistance. ICRC has a different
mandate from other UN organs. Thus, ICRC can respond quickly than the organs.
When they approach the problem, the first thing they carry out is the research
with the gathered victims. After the lecture, Students had a chance to visit ICRC
Museum located opposite side of UNOG. IN the museum, there was a circular
room and a gigantic banner was held on the wall. Thousands of names were
written on the banner. Those names were belonged to the ones went out for
making money and finally disappeared. More than 1200 people died on their
way. Later on, their massive grave was discovered with the help of airplane.
Students did a group activity at the museum. In the game, students had to
supply the needs to the town expecting the hurricane to come. Students
deserved the great score due to great cooperation. Today's theme was ‘humans

helping humans'.

Ninth day was the last day of the training program. In the morning session,
Chinese team joined our team. The day was started with the lecture from UNEP
and OCHA. Finding a solution and causes of given situation with the group
members was one of the most impressive activities. Then, the interns working at
UN came, and told their stories. Also, students also asked them questions. After
having the last lunch at UN, Students had a time to prepare the presentation.
Each group carried out presentation based on their final reports. The most
impressive group presented and summarized the ‘Greening the Globe' session by

role play. Certificate ceremony concluded the five days of the training program.
